Ý Eleven million children under the age of five die each year in developing countries 

largely from preventable diseases. 
 

Ý Over 6 million children under the age of five die from malnutrition alone. 
 

Ý Nearly 1 billion people, 1/6 of humanity, are functionally illiterate. 
 

Ý 218 million children in the developing world are engaged in child labour preventing 

them from receiving an education. 
 

The statistics are overwhelmingéthe facts are grim. You canõt change the whole world, but 

you can change the world for one child.

The National Womenõs Ministries of the Christian and Missionary Alliance in Canada annually se-

lects an humanitarian fund raising project .  Historically we have chosen needs in devel-

oping countries which, in conjunction with our international workers have provided for physi-

cal needs and spiritual needs of the people they serve.  Our 2008-2009 project is made up of 

5 smaller projects which will help further advance the love of the Father in Desert Sand. 

Poverty has many victims: exploited and malnourished children, broken families, the sick, and 

the uneducated. They have so little.  By comparison, we in Canada, have so much.  As we 

share our resources in the impoverished regions in which our workers serve, it gives them 

the opportunity to build relationships and further share the love of the Father. 

¶ Help to break the cycle of AIDS by assisting orphans and single parents.  

¶ Provide resources for a library, which will serve university students.  

¶ Increase care by helping to replace physiotherapy equipment, improve ac-

cess for wheelchairs, and provide medications.  

¶ Help in the development of a school with a focus on values education.  

¶ Provide equipment for a youth center .
